Conference Background and Scope
In an era of accelerating globalization and ongoing transformations in cultural
governance, Xi Qu can no longer be understood merely as a “traditional art” that
passively preserves the past. Instead, it should be approached as a dynamic and
responsive cultural practice engaged with contemporary social and institutional
changes.

The conference is centered on the theme “Resilience and Regeneration in Xi Qu:
Diversity in Practice.” In this context, “resilience” refers not only to the preservation
of forms, texts and performance techniques, but also to Xi Qu’s capacity for ongoing
transmission, adaptation, negotiation, and reconfiguration amid changing social
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institutions, shifting performer-audience relations, and evolving aesthetic paradigms.

“Diversity in practice” here refers to Xi Qu’s active engagement with contemporary
life through ongoing encounters, dialogue, and reconfiguration across different
generations, media, communities, and cultural contexts. Through such dynamic
processes, Xi Qu generates new meanings and forms across diverse cultural and
technological settings, enabling it to respond to contemporary conditions and to
reimagine tradition as a resource for the future rather than a fixed inheritance from the
past.

Conference Structure and Topics
Building on exchanges between scholarly research and artistic practice, the
conference will be organized into five thematic sessions: Acrobatics, Taiwanese
Opera, Jing Ju, Hakka Opera and Xi Qu Music.
