Exchange students are responsible for arranging their own housing while at
Toronto Metropolitan University.

The majority of exchange students at Toronto Metropolitan University live off-
campus. Full-Year Students (Sept to May) can apply to live in an on-campus

Housing residence. However, space is limited and acceptance is not guaranteed. On-
campus housing costs range from $1600 - $2600 CAD per month.
Housing in Toronto is expensive and short-term housing is difficult to secure.
Students regularly pay anywhere from $1000 - $2800 CAD per month.
